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OVC Overview

Mission: OVC is committed to enhancing the Nation’s capacity to assist crime victims
and to providing leadership in changing policies and practices to promote justice and
healing for all victims of crime.

OVC funding supports:
e victims in tribal communities;

* state victim compensation and assistance programs;
 training and technical assistance and information resources;
* victims of international terrorism and mass violence;

» federal agencies’ provision of victim services;

 survivors of human trafficking; and

* demonstration and service projects.

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Eligibility
The following entities are eligible to apply:

e State governments
e Territories and possessions of the United States

All states, the District of Columbia, Puerto Rico, the U.S. Virgin Islands, American Samoa, Guam,
and the Northern Mariana Islands are eligible to receive an annual VOCA Victim Assistance grants.
Applicants must meet the eligibility requirements specified in VOCA, 34 U.S.C. § 20103(b).

Applicants must be State victim compensation programs that are eligible to administer VOCA
Victim Compensation grants. Note: For purposes of this program, the term “state” includes the
District of Columbia, the Commonwealth of Puerto Rico, the U.S. Virgin Islands, and any other
possession or territory of the United States. 34 U.S.C. § 20102(d)(4).

Victim Assistance and Victim Compensation:

The Department of Justice is committed to advancing work that

promotes civil rights, increases access to justice, supports crime victims,
protects the public from crime and evolving threats, and builds trust
between law enforcement and the community.
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Program Description

Victim Assistance:

Under this solicitation, the Office for Victims of Crime (OVC) will award
each eligible state and territory victim assistance program an annual
grant to support eligible crime victim assistance programs in that state
or territory. Eligible crime victim assistance programs are those that are
“operated by a public agency or nonprofit organization, or a
combination of such agencies or organizations or of both such agencies
and organizations, and provide services to victims of crime,” and that
meet the other requirements set out in 34 U.S.C. § 20103(b)(1).
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Program Description

Victim Compensation:

Under this solicitation, the Office for Victims of Crime (OVC) will award
each eligible state victim compensation program an annual grant equal
to 60 percent of the amount the program awarded in state-funded
victim compensation payments during the fiscal year 2 years prior to
the present fiscal year, other than amounts awarded for property
damage. Statutory Authority: This grant program is authorized and
funded by the Victims of Crime Act (VOCA) of 1984 (34 U.S.C. § 20102).
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Goal, Objectives and Deliverables

Victim Assistance:

States and territories shall use funds to support eligible crime victim
assistance programs that provide direct services to crime victims;
retaining up to 5 percent of their total grant for administrative and
training purposes.

All Applicants should complete the following steps:

1. Acquire a unigue entity identifier (a Data Universal Numbering System
(DUNS) number)

2. Register or maintain registration with the System for Award
Management (SAM) database well in advance
of applying (replaces CCR).

3. Acquire an Authorized Organization Representative (AOR) and a
Grants.gov username and password.

4. Acquire confirmation for the AOR from the E-Business Point of
Contact (E-Biz POC).

Select the correct Competition ID.
Access Funding Opportunity and Application Package from Grants.gov.
